Dear People of God,

The Parish Musician of Saint Victor, Alena Miskinis,
is rounding out her tenure over the next few weeks before
moving on to graduate school. Alena’s last weekend at Saint
Victor will be August 12 and 13. Alena got us through some
very challenging times, and my appreciation for her service
would be difficult to overstate. We are definitely not saying
“goodbye” to Alena, because she will remain a parishioner as
her wonderful family continues to live within our parish
boundaries. I would expect Alena to be our number one
substitute musician whenever that is necessary, whenever she
is home from school in Muncie.

At the same time, I am beyond overjoyed to
announce that Saint Victor has recruited an exceptionally
gifted and experienced Catholic pastoral musician, who is well
known throughout the diocese. Herb Dillahunt has served as
Director of Liturgical Music at Saint Clarence Parish in North
Olmsted since 2015. He has been an active leader in the
regional chapter of the National Association of Pastoral
Musicians. He possesses advanced skills in all of the areas of
competency necessary to perform the responsibilities of
Director of Liturgical Music.

On or about August 1 our “Parish News Gallery”
will contain a formal introduction of Herb, but since the news
is already circulating, I wanted to get this information into the
bulletin now. Saint Victor parishioners can look forward to
choir recruitment for Christmas and the Sacred Triduum to
begin quite soon. This will be a very happy and exciting time
for Saint Victor.

In other news for both parishes, the bishops and
eparchs of the State of Ohio have asked all of the pastors to
remind their parishioners of important civil elections taking
place in the near future. As previously mentioned, the Church
never endorses candidates for office, but does offer guidance
with respect to issues in regard to their effect on social
morality.

With respect to Issue One, the bishops and eparchs
are neutral, but diocesan officials have stated “pastors are free
to make prudential judgments about whether or not to speak,
write, or post signage at the parish regarding Issue One.”
With regard to Issue One, you will not be seeing any signs in
front of Mother of Sorrows or Saint Victor.

However, please study the issue carefully. A “yes”
vote favors the virtual and likely permanent revocation of our
right of Citizen Initiative. In contrast to amendments
proposed by the General Assembly, Citizen Initiative
proposals are grass roots initiatives which begin with the
circulation of petitions among the populace. Most proposals
to amend the state constitution begin with the General
Assembly. But over the past 50 years Citizen Initiative has
been utilized to improve the lives of Ohioans nine times. A
“no” vote preserves majority rule and the principle of “one
person — one vote” in the state of Ohio. A “no” vote prevents
the recission of a cherished civil right that Ohioans have
enjoyed for 110 years. A “no” vote, therefore, is consistent
with the principle of subsidiarity and respects the right of
citizens to self-determination.
